What do I need to bring?

· A pen and/or pencil 
· I will provide the short stories.
What is the format?

Part one:

You will receive two short stories that you have not seen before. You will be asked to choose one and read it actively—annotate using the various reading strategies.  
Demonstrated skills: use of active reading strategies and types of responses (summary, connection, questions, opinion, prediction, author’s craft), understanding of surface meaning and deep meaning.
Part two:

When you have finished annotating the short story, you will be asked to complete a short answer section about the story. 
Demonstrated skills: understanding of surface and deep meaning, reading comprehension

Part three:

When you are finished reading, you will write a well developed paragraph response in which you extract and explore an element of deep meaning found in the story. You will receive a prompt that will give you a focus for the response. I will ask you to spend some time brainstorming (generative writing) and some time writing your polished response.
Demonstrated skills: use of the writing process, construction of an effective analytical paragraph, use of topic sentences, quote integration, analysis, development, clear and concise writing. 

How should I study for this?

· Review your books from this past semester, and examine how you annotated.  Look at any assessments of your annotating from this semester. Review the reading strategies (summary, connection, author’s craft, etc.).

· Review your assessed writing from this semester.

· Review the rubrics and understand the qualities of a strong body paragraph and thesis.

· Participate actively in class this week and next.  We will be practicing these skills with other short stories.
What is the weight of the final exam?

· The final exam is 10% of your semester grade.
